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An Analysis of Disnarrative and its Semiotic Challenges
in Shazde Ehtejab
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Abstract

Narrative is an action-oriented structure that is defined on the basis of
a linear system based on material imperfection. The main purpose of
such a narrative is to show the acquisition of value based on the
movement of agents. In such narratives, value is outside the agent, and
to obtain it we need a plan and a change of time and place. Such
narrative initiated from Propp studies and has continued to this day
with developments in the Paris School. The emergence of post-
Greimas in the school of Paris propelled researchers and professors of
that era to see into an aspect of narrative, in which events are out of
place which leads to mental confusion and anxiety of the readers and
agents. It is in these circumstances that the narrative interferes and
causes them to leave their strong structures by moving the action, time
and place of the narrative, and with a kind of fluid operation of the
mind, it is possible to leave the structured narrative system.
Accordingly, a new era of narrative begins, which we call the post-
action and post-deterministic period. That is, the main elements of the
narrative leave their fixed structures and become displaced and
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slippery. All of these narrative shifts and interactions that occur in the
heart of the narrative cause disnarrative. Disnarrative causes us to
encounter a kind of intervention and movement of elements or a kind
of surprise in which the narrative is no longer a function of phases and
process stages based on the classical pattern. The main question that
we face in disnarrative and this article seeks to answer it, is to identify
the main elements of disnarrative that cause disruption in the narrative
process and change it from a fixed and coded state to an indefinite and
turbulent state. Thus disnarrative leads to the formation of time, place,
action and semantic disorders. Considering such post-actional
procedure, the aim of this article is to determine the place of the
elements which cause the abandonment of consolidated and fixated
narrative situations and lead us to unpredictable, convoluted and non-
linear process. The main purpose of this article is to examine the
processes of disnarrative with emphasis on elements such as anti-
action, anachrony, displacement and dissemantic; To achieve this, we
will focus on the story of Shazdeh Ehtejab.

1. Introduction
Disnarrative is opposed to the syntactic determinism of language.
First, we must point out that disnarrative is a break in the flow of
syntactic narration. In this case, a narrative element can disrupt the
narrative path and change its linear movement. The main hypothesis
of the article is that disnarrative is related to the elements of
displacement, anachrony, anti-action and dissemantic. Also, as a result
of disnarrative, the order and the main plot are messed up and we face
the interference of the elements of the narrative and their
displacement.

Based on this, the main problem of the research is to see how
narratology breaks the system and solid structure of narratives such as
“Shazdeh Ehtjab”, and transforms the narrative fields by shifting time,
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place, action, personality and symbolic elements. Therefore, in this
article, relying on the narrative of “Shazdeh Ehtjab”, we will examine
the disnarrative and its elements to explain the narrative shift.

2. Literature Review

Disnarrative’s task is to pass language through collective memory,
conventional and frozen structures, and this corresponds to the release
of the power that animates the act of speaking. Therefore, disnarrative
means using language freely; It means turning the used language into
a new and living language. Emile Benveniste considers the realization
of discourse possible only when "someone takes responsibility for
linguistic action and uses it in an interactive relationship which is the
most important way of communication™ (Benveniste, 1966: 266).

3.Results

According to the topic of the research, the problem and the process of
analysis, it can be considered that disnarrative is the result of the
evolution of human thinking, which, due to the characteristics and
conditions of the contemporary world, loses the possibility of focusing
on a single element and a specific action. As a result, it suffers from
lack of concentration. This causes the subjects to not be able to follow
a specific process and to always undergo displacement in such a way
that they assume one element instead of another element, or they are
completely overwhelmed and lost under the heavy load of an
insignificant object. So disnarrative is the result of thinking in which
we have no single subject, no single sign, no single action, no single
time, and no single place. Everything is formed in a slippery condition
and the possibility of moving and interfering with each other is
infinite. Therefore, disnarrative is a movement that is the result of the
way people look at the world in which they live today. It seems that
everything is changing. Without aiming to use the term literary
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movement for this issue, we can say that narratology is the result of a
pluralistic, anxious, questioning and indeterminate look that is formed
and moves forward within the narratives.

As we have shown in the novel “Shazdeh Ehtjab”, the two
important sequential and microscopic points of view cause the
separation and fragmentation of the relationship between the elements
to continuously disrupt and then reconstruct them and make them
fracture and separate again. disnarrative causes the elements of the
narrative to be placed in a puzzle process and experience a different
rhythm based on the tone. Both Shazdeh and Fakhri continuously
switch from a contraction pulse to an expansion pulse and vice versa.
These successive changes and disruptions cause the narrative to go out
of its longitudinal and chain function and suffer sudden shocks and
displacements, which we examined under the title of disnarrative.
