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Conversation discourse analysis in the narrative song
"*Shah Maghsoud™
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Abstract

Discourse conversation analysis as an interdisciplinary tendency, in
examining texts, goes beyond the level of sentences and words and pays
attention to the situational context formed in the text. In this research, we
seek to find a way through which the conversations of the narrative song
"Shah Maghsoud", composed by Hossein Safa, can be analyzed. This song
has been written with the theme of sustainability literature and according to
the approaches taken from linguistics, its conversation analysis has been
studied at three levels: 1. Language structure: in terms of word usage,
grammatical constructions, sentence construction and Discourses; 2.
Interpersonal communication in terms of speech interactions, implicit
conversations, adjacent sequences and pairs, and taking turns; 3. Examining
the conversation in relation to social action, like frame and genre and
everything that is at the level of discourse. This song has a real conversation
as a discourse text; The results of this study show how the relationship
between discourse actions and social action with the help of background
knowledge and awareness of ideas and social expectations accepted by
members of society leads to the emergence of different levels of discourse.
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1. Introduction

Contemporary poetry has achieved significant acceptance owing to its
propensity for narration, the articulation of lived experiences, and quotidian
social realities. Predominant concepts and images in contemporary poetry
often entail the reproduction of dialogue and participant engagement
practices. Through the analysis of these elements, it is possible to uncover
the quality of individual interactions, social communication, power
networks, and cultural relations. Interactions within narrative poetry are
apprehended by scrutinizing scene details, events, the concealed layers of
conversation, and the mode of presenting, producing, and organizing
situations. In contemporary narrative poetry, the characters and the audience
are not passive; they concurrently participate in shaping society, culture, and
discourse from their respective viewpoints. This process initially emerges as
inextricable codes and details but proves efficacious in discursive relations
and interactions, within linguistic and social realms—encompassing
linguistic interaction, semiotic and thematic cues—for revealing cultural and
social situations that demonstrate dominance and ideology.

2. Theoretical Framework

This study aims to demonstrate the narrative structure of contemporary
poetry from a discursive perspective and to examine the principal indicators
of discursive action. We have selected one example of contemporary poetry
for this purpose. The primary objective of this research is to investigate the
quality of the three-level analysis of conversational discourse and the hidden
layers of meaning in contemporary narrative poetry. In the subsequent
section, we seek to demonstrate: Who directs the conversation in this poem,
and who determines the topic of discussion? Which party speaks more, and
in what contexts are heteroglossic expressions more frequently employed?
On a macro level, we pursue the question of how the sub-utterances in the
ballad "Shah-e Maghsoud" function.

3. Methodology

Linguists engage in conversation analysis to study the quality of the
production and organization of dialogue and linguistic interactions. The
main indicators of discursive action are:

1. Discursive Positioning: In discursive positioning, the speaker declares a
stance. It is through this declaration that the discursive act—i.e., utilizing a
form of presence between internal elements related to content and external
elements related to linguistic forms—is established.

2. Discursive Connection and Disconnection: Upon the realization of
positioning by the speaker, the work of referential indicators begins, and new
positions emerge. These are not only identifiable but also enter into a
relationship with the initial position. Disjunctive indicators lead to plurality
and multiplicity in speech, resulting in its expansion and development,
whereas discursive connections are univocal and one-dimensional. Under
these conditions, discourse has no choice but to seek the initial or primary
situation.

4. Results and Discussion

The purpose of detailing a discourse is to describe it as part of a social
process. This social action demonstrates how social structures determine a
discourse. Every linguistic interaction occurs within a specific temporal and
spatial context and does not take place in a neutral environment or a vacuum.
Participants in a conversation engage in interaction based on their social
status and individual categories. Therefore, every interaction is connected to
the social context, which includes the participants and the relationships
among them. This necessitates that any study in the field of dialogue is
influenced by approaches from the social sciences. Conversation Analysis or
Discursive Conversation Analysis is closely linked to sociology because, in
analyzing the interactive system, its distinct methodology and focus on
details are not entirely aligned with traditional sociological perspectives
(Wooffitt, 2005, p. 186). Text and context are interrelated, and each
individual plans, directs, and interprets their conversations—even seemingly
simple everyday dialogues—according to the temporal, spatial, and related
categorical situations.
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5. Conclusions and Suggestions

Conversational Discourse Analysis, as an interdisciplinary approach,
transcends the level of sentence and utterance in text examination, focusing
instead on the situational context formed within the text. In this research, the
ballad "Shah-e Maghsoud," with its theme of protest and war literature, was
examined. It was articulated that the poem presents a non-linear narrative of
a father grappling with the traumas of war, with the child narrating his
sufferings. By astutely choosing the child as the narrator, the poet critiques
generational disconnect and points to a commonality in the child's direct
perception. From the poet's perspective, historical and social developments
can be criticized through conversation within an informal social framing.
The ballad "Shah-e Maghsoud" critiques the neglected aspects of modern life
and demonstrates how ideological and social origins lead to a complex
situation that ultimately results in one generation being overlooked by the
fate of another. Drawing on approaches from linguistics, the conversation
analysis of this work was conducted at three levels: structure, language, and
supra-sentential communication.
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
